No flood Situation prevails over the
country.

WARNING MESSAGE (Date: October 08, 2007 at 0900 BST)

THE WELL MARKED LOW OVER WEST CENTRAL BAY AND ADJOINING NORTHWEST BECAME LESS
MARKED. ANOTHER LOW HAS FORMED OVER SOUTHESTERN PART OF BANGLADESH AND
ADJOINING BAY AREA., MOVED NORTHEASTWARDS AND NOW LIES OVER BARISAL AND ADJOINING
AREA AS A WELL MARKED LOW AT 06 AM TODAY (08 OCTOBER,2007). IT IS LIKELY TO INTENSIFY
FURTHER INTO A LAND DEPRESSION AND MOVE IN A NORTH/NORTHWESTERLY DIRECTION.
UNDER ITS INFLUENCE STEEP PRESSURE GRADIENT LIES OVER NORTH BAY. MONSOON IS ACTIVE
OVER BANGLADESH AND STRONG ELSEWHERERE OVER NORTH BAY. SQUALTY WEATHER MAY
CONTINUE OVER THE MARITIME PORTS. SEA WILL REMAIN ROUGH.

MARITIME PORTS OF CHITTAGONG, COX'S BAZAR AND MONGLA HAVE BEEN ADVISED TO KEEP
HOISTED LOCAL CAUTIONARY SIGNAL NUMBER THREE (R) THREE.

UNDER ITS INFLUENCE THE LOW LYING AREAS OF THE COASTAL DISTRICTS OF CHITTAGONG,
COX'S BAZAR, NOAKHALI, LAXMIPUR, BHOLA, PATUAKHALI, BARISAL, CHANDPUR, BORGUNA,
PIROZPUR, JHALOKATHI, BAGERHAT, KHULNA, SATKHIRA AND THEIR OFFSHORE INLANDS AND
CHARS ARE LIKELY TO BE INUNDATED BY WIND DRIVEN SURGE OF 2-4 FEET HEIGHT ABOVE
NORMAL ASTRONOMICAL TIDE.

WEATHER FORECAST (VALID FOR 24 HOURS COMMENCING 09 AM TODAY)

Synoptic Situation: The well marked low over West Central Bay and adjoining Northwest Bay became less
marked. Another low has formed over southeastern part of Bangladesh and adjoining Bay area, moved
northwest wards and now lies over Barisal and adjoining area as a well marked low at 06 AM today. It is likely
to intensify further into a land depression and move in a north/northwesterly direction. Under its influence
steep pressure gradient lies over North Bay. Monsoon is active over Bangladesh and strong over North Bay.
Monsoon axis runs through Bihar, West Bengal, the centre of the low and thence Northeast wards to Assam
across central part of Bangladesh..

Forecast: Light to moderate rain/T.showers accompanied by tempo. gusty/ squally wind is likely to occur at
most places over Chittagong, Khulna and Barisal divisions and at many places over Rajshahi, Dhaka and
Sylhet divisions with moderately heavy to heavy falls at places over the country.

Day temperature may fall by 1-2°C over the country.

2. Arichais likely to fall both by 6 cm and may flow 154 cm & 160 cm below danger level in the next 24 &
48 hrs respectively.

The Kaliganga at Taraghat is likely to fall by 8 cm & 5 cm and may flow 210 cm & 215 cm below danger mark
in the next 24 & 48 hrs.

The Turag at Mirpur is likely to fall both by 5 cm and may flow 142 cm & 147 cm below danger level in the
next 24 & 48 hrs respectively.
