Situations in the coastal districts due to depression (15/10/2007) 
 

1. Chittagong: Heavy rainfall occurred in the early morning (222mm), low lands of 05 unions of Hathazari 
Upazila was inundated. Approxmitaley 100 households were damaged. All UNOs have been advised 
to keep closer eye on the event. 

2. Cox’s Bazar: Its being raining from yesterday with wind but no damage have been reported. All UNOs 
have been advised to keep closer eye on the event. 

3. Khagrachori: Flash flood occurred due to heavy rainfall and upstream water. Gonjpara, Muslimpara 
and Shantibag area of Sadar upazila have been inundated. Deputy Commisioner, Additional Deputy 
Commissioner and District Relief and Rehabilitation Officer have visited the area. 

4. Rangamati: Landslide occurred due to heavy rainfall in Betbunia and 05 persons trapped under 
debris, 02 person have been rescued and efforts on going to rescue others. Sluice gates have been 
opened and 18,000 Qsec water is being evacuated per second.    

5. Feni: Water level increased due to heavy rainfall and upstream water in river Mohuri and Kohua. 40 ft 
embankment of river Kohua broke in Porshurampur and 200 ft embankment is at risk. Low land area 
of Porshurampur has been inundated. 

6. Noakhali: DRRO informed that the situation is good and no damaged occurred. 
7. Barisal: Hevay rainfall and storm occurred due to depression over Bay of Bengal. Many trees and 

mud houses have been damaged.  
8. Khulna: Hevay rainfall and moderate storm occurred. Few mud houses have been damaged in 

Amirpur union of Batighata upazilla.  
9. Bagerhat: Heavy rainfall with gusty wind occurred and many mud houses, crop, ponds have been 

damaged. Many trres fall over the road and obstructed the road communication and have been 
restored by local administration. In some places electric lines and mobile phones BTS have been 
damaged. 02 children died during tornado in Mollarhat and Fakirhat upazila.  

10. Patuakhali: Tornado hit in Charkawlia union of Galachipa upazila. As per primary assessment 25 
houses damaged, 03 persons wonded (01 person severely injured). Wonded people have been 
treated. Union Team Leader of Health Department and Red Crescent started relief activities. Local 
administration has been instructed to take necessary action.   

11. Bhola: Tornado hit Sadar upazila, Daulatkhan and Tajumuddin upazila and 400 families have been 
affected. Many trees damaged and 02 people died in Sadar Upazial and Tajumuddin upazila. 

12. Satkhira: Heavy rainfall occurred but no damages have been reported. 
13. Jhalkathi: Heavy rainfall occurred with gusty wind. Many trees and mud houses damaged in each 

upazilla. Local administration is preparing the damage report. 
14. Barguna: Due to depression in Bay of Bengal rainfall occurred with wind, 03 trawlers sank, peoples 

have been rescued. No other damages have been reported.
