Tropical Cyclone ‘SIDR’ of CAT-4 killed 2299 people
so far, affected at least 3.1 millions people of 28 districts.
About 962 unions of the 28 districts were affected where 273
thousands houses were fully and 615 thousands were

partially damaged.

Upazilla administrations are working to assess the total damage and loss due to the SIDR as

many acres of crops especially Aman and winter crops are damaged.

Bangladesh Air Force (BAF) operated 13 missions by helicopter with relief goods to worst
affected areas. One AN-32 aircraft has been sent to Barisal with relief goods. Members of AFD
restored 16 blocked roads out of 18. Previously deployed aircrafts including MI-17, N32, a number
of helicopters (Bell-206, Bell-212 etc), six ships of Bangladesh Navy are still doing the rescue,

evacuation, relief and reconnaissance operation at the worst affected areas.

Divisional Commissioners of Barisal and Khulna suggested some Upazilas of Patuakhali,
Borguna, Bagerhat, Jhalokati, Khulna and Pirojpur to get priority. The road communications

between Dhaka — Barisal has been re-established.
