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Summary of Cyclone Situation 
 
Updated official report illustrates that the number of death caused by 
tropical cyclone ‘SIDR’ has risen to 2625. Updates also indicate that 
4083568 people of 1054885 families were affected by the cyclone.  
These casualties and damages of houses, livestock, crops, educational 
institutions, roads and embankments have been reported from 1259 
unions of 149 upazilas of 28 districts. 
 
Bangladesh Air Force sent 17 helicopter missions today each carrying 
2.4 tons of relief containing basically food items.   A C-130 aircraft with 6 
tons of relief and an AN-32 aircraft with 4.9 tons of relief has been sent 
today to Barisal. 
 
UN Agencies are continuing their assistance in damage assessment and 
relief. 

 
WFP BISCUIT FOR THE CYCLONE VICTIMS 

 
Bangladesh Air Force started airdropping WFP fortified biscuits 
for the cyclone victims. The most inaccessible cyclone affected 
areas where the air droppings were performed are Mirjaganj, 
Golachipa, Mothbaria, Kathalia, Sharonkhola, Southkhali, 
Borguna, Paikgacha, Morolganj, Dublarchar and Pathargacha. 
As of 19 November, 5 MT High Energy Biscuits have been 
handed over and subsequently distributed among the victims.
